Development and Human Rights
Participation:

· There is a need for more concrete outputs from preparatory meetings, such as recommendations or proposed positions

· In order to sustain the dialogue beyond these meetings, consideration could be given to establishing a platform through which discussions can be continued

· An important priority is to more fully develop the participatory process (“multi-stakeholderism”), locally, regionally and internationally

· To do this we can use existing processes but make them more effective.

· Participation by individuals is needed to ensure that regulated/legislated rights are retained or regulated/legislated in the first place;

Representation:

· Use intermediaries to include a broader population – for example schoolchildren online who can carry information to and from their extended families. This already happens

Decision making :

· In response to on going initiatives by developed countries, we, as developing countries, should identify and prepare common principles on Internet regulation/governance, which we can present in the global arena as appropriate 

Rights: 

· The right to free association is a critical foundation for many other rights and must be secured;
